WINDING AND LOADING THE BOBBIN




1.

Make sure you have an empty bobbin. If the bobbin has another color thread on it, use a new bobbin. Or, if it's not too much thread, roll it all off and reuse the bobbin. Just make sure the bobbin you wind begins empty. 3

2.

Place the spool on the spindle. Your sewing machine will have a horizontal or vertical plastic spindle to put your spool on.
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3.

Thread the bobbin. Wind the bobbin with thread in the same direction as it will load on the bobbin spindle. 
4. Wind the bobbin. Hold the free end of the thread coming through the bobbin and, keeping fingers clear of all moving parts, press the foot pedal. The bobbin spindle will turn. If you have the bobbin threaded correctly, the bobbin will wind smoothly, evenly, and snugly, with perhaps a slight bulge in the middle.

5. Fill the bobbin completely. It may seem like a lot of thread, but you don't want to run out too soon while you're sewing. Many machines have a built-in device to stop winding when the bobbin is full; often, a small blade automatically cuts the thread, as well. If your machine has such a device, let it tell you how much to fill the bobbin. If not, fill the bobbin no further than its edges. 11

6. Put the bobbin in the case. Hold the bobbin and case so that they are oriented as shown. Check that the bobbin will unwind in the correct direction. If not, flip it. 






Insert the bobbin.
Then, insert the bobbin into the bobbin case. 12



7. Pull the thread through.
Pull the thread under the bobbin tensioner. The bobbin tensioner is generally a thin metal latch. The thread should advance with a little resistance when you pull at it. Allow this excess thread to just hang.

8. The correctly inserted bobbin case.
Insert the bobbin case into its housing. Make sure it is all the way engaged (you should hear it click into place) and that the direction is correct. The bobbin case shouldn't spin and shouldn't come loose when you release the tab. It should be locked in. And the loose end of the thread should hang free. Do not close the bobbin door, if your bobbin is vertically loaded. If it's horizontally loaded, you'll have to put the plate back over it. 
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9. Thread the top thread.
Thread the top thread (spool) as usual. Once the thread is through the needle, you must raise the bobbin thread. Hold the end of the thread with your free hand. 
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10. Turn the hand wheel.



The top thread will pass around the bobbin.
11. Put the needle through one full rotation. Turn the hand wheel towards yourself. The needle should go down and back up to its highest position. 






The bobbin thread will raise.
12. The top thread will go around the bobbin and pull the bobbin thread up through the hole in the plate under the presser foot. 
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13. Pull the loose ends.
